A visit to the London Mounted Polic e   -  1st  September 2011                                                                        

Certainly a most original outing organised by Linda  when we discovered 

at the very heart of the City of London the se tall , beautiful , and 

disciplined horses enjoying their rest , at the end of a long day,  in their 

well-attended stables.  é Totally unexpected! 

Mounted Police Officer Paul Howard  , a most affab le gentleman, first 

brief ed us on the early days of this venerable Organisation created in  

1760, how it progressively evolved along the  centuries  to become, to -

day, the modern force  that it is , both vigilant and caring,  but also, if 

and when necessary, well prepared to disperse unpredictable crowds, react wisely to all 

forms of projectiles sometimes thrown at them, or create  a restraining  walls. Mounted 

Police also has the advantage to ente r narrow roads inaccessible to p olice cars.  

However, what emerged above all else, from  the words of Officer Howard is the close 

relationship that exists between each officer and hi s own horse. Through rigorous 

training those horses learn how not to be afraid and to remain calm: passive in front of 

cars, in front of fire, and above all not to be particularly impressed when facing a 

threatening and agitated crowd.  

é To be a good and reliable horse has its rewards : their diet is meticulous ly studi ed, 

vitamins re gularly added , as well as generous doses of garlic and soya oil.  

Indeed a memorable visit attended not only by BPW Mem bers, but also a few  family 

members ð Among them Ann (Wiseall) õs 9 years old grandson, Kieran, who produced this 

superb montage é which says it all!
